I trace my family back to England and Germany . My English line 
begins with Robert stevens snd his wife , Sophia perry wh o lived in 
Cambridgeshire , England . Shortly after their marri2g~ on August 29 , 
1854 they left England , coming to Bureau county , I llinoia where my 
great grandfather , J . W. stevens , was born on october 24 , 1861 . 

In 1868 they moved to carroll county , I owa . There my grandfather , 
Dallss Duane , was born to J . W. and his wife , Lulu Truex , on August 11 , 
1887 . 

J . W. and his family moved t o Delmont , south Dakota where he 
farmed and later owned stevens Hardware . Lulu wrote the f ollowing 
poem about their life in South Dakota f or a friend: 

One warm March day in the year 19 one 
lie come to the land of wind end sun 
we worked fr om early morn until late at nigh t 
~nd everything seemed to turn ou t all right 
Our taxes were low and our wants were f ew 
We had good rains and good crops , too 
We never heard of a government dole 
we went to t own and bought our own coal 
we baked our bread and smoked our meats 

"And raised all of the yegetabl~B we wanted to eat 
Uncle Sam didn ' t offer ua any aid 
And no federal loans had to be paid . 
NOW I wish and hope 
Many Happy Birthdays for Mrs . pope . 

Mrs. Lu lu stevens 

On February 6, 1909 Dallas married Edna Bell Bisor who was born 
June 9 , 1889 . They lived on a rented farm at Plankinton , South 
Dakota where my mother , v era Fern , was born. In 1920 they moved to 
Harrold , s outh Dako t a after Dallas had l ooked over the country . He 
sent a ·letter to hia parents describing his trip , 

Dear Folks , 

Plankinton , S .D. 
June 17th , 1919 

we are all well and kicking . The girls dresses fit good . 
Well , I travelled three daya last we ek , got home saturday night. 
Drove my l.'ord . Took 3 men along . \·;ent up through Gann Valley , 
up to Miller and west to pievre and crOBB the River and down t o 
Vivian and home . The roads wasn ' t very good . I kind t hink I 
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will buy up northe vat of pierre . L21,d ia on t he boom all over . 
r don ' t know whether I will e ver move up t her e but waht · t o· get a 
hol e aection . I fi gure I wi ll hav e to pay between $20 and $25 
per acre . I think I will "go up on t he train next week. When 
are you coming Up?

At Harrold , t he youngest child of t he stevens f amily was bor n . 
She is The lma Aaaby who worked f or Northwester n Be~l Tel ephone com­
pany in pierre until her r etirement . She sti l l l iv es in pi er r e and 
1s a member of our s oc i e t y . 

I t waa al s o at Harrol d t hat my mo t her me t my fa t her , Heyo Krull , 
who l ived abou t a_mi le away as the cr ow fli es . My grandfather , Henry 
Krull, had emigrated fr om Ger ma ny t o e s ca pe mi lit ar y s ervice . Henry 
wes born December 27 , 186 1. My grandmot her , Reenete in claas sen , who 
waB bor n Febru ar y 2 , 1867 al s o wanted t o e s cape unpleas ant c onditione 
i n Germany . She emigrated t o Kans aa City wher e s he helped an uncl e 
i n hi a stor e . My grandparenta made their way t o Sibley , I owa where 
my f at her wa s bor n .

1. VITAL RECORDS : Since 1 J uly 1905 , copies of all birth , marriage , 
snd death records have been sent to t he State Registrar , ~1 0 N st ., 
s acramento , CA 95814 . Divorce r ecords are also availsble at this 
office from J une 1962 through 1985 . statewi de i ndexes of births 
and deaths beginning with 1r.05 and marriages fr om 1960 are open 
to the public st the Registrsr ' s office by appointment . Re~d er 
apace is limited but the indexes can a lso be viewed at t he cali ­
fornia Room of t he state Library on capital Mall . Many of the 
County Re cord er ' s bave t he indexes . There is no charge for the 
us e of an index but a f ee will be charged for the ac tual document . 
The early indexes are in books which canno t be photocopied . out ­
of- state researchers may write t o. t he california Room , P . O. BOX 
2037 , Sacramento , CA 95809 and briefly descr ibe the needed record. 
If time is available , t he staff will locate the recor1 entry and 
hand . copy it . Later indexes are on micr ofiche , copies of which 
can be purchased fr om t he state Registrar . Vital records are 
also maintained at t he county level by the coun t y Recorder . These 
include those that pr e - date the 1905 statewide regis tration .

2. CENSUS: The earliest census for ca1iforni~ was taken in 1850 . 
The count i es of c ontra coata , santa Clara , and san Francisco have 
been lost fr om t his census . nor are th er e slave schedules f or this 
and the 1860 census because ca1ifornie ' s constitution f orbsd e 
slavery . Both t he 1850 and 1860 census have been indexed . The 

:, ,state of california does not lend the feder al census records t o 
out- of- state r eseerc hers but they can be obtained from the Na t ion­
al Archives lending pr~gram or t he LOS l i braries . A state census 
was taken in 1852 . This census was transcribed and indexed by the 
DAR . Copies of t heir work ere available at various l ocat i ons in­
cluding the LOS l ibrary . 

3 . MILITARY RECORDS : !·ll1itary records of maj or conflicts i n which 
cali f ornians participated are held by the Na t ional Archives . HOW­
ever , california does have en ex~el1ent source ot veteran ' s r ec­
ords at the VeteranB Home of california at yountville . This state 
operated home for vet era ns was f ounded in 1882 end has housed vet­
erans fr om t he Civil war on . Records of ve t erans from after 1947 
are considered priva t e . Requests shou ld be addressed t o the MUse ­
um works hop , Attention : Assistant curator , v e t er ans Home of cali­
f ornia , yountville , CA 94599 . I nclud e a SASE and $15 . 00 sea~ch 
f ee , if Buccessful; ot herwise , t he mcr.ey 1s refunded . Th e Home 
a19 0 meintains a ceme t er y which 1s op en t o visitol's and has a 
register of t he 5 ,000 burials . 
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4·; - :·STATE HOSPI TALS : The state hospitel system in California was be ­
gun shortly af ter stat ehood . The r ecords are classified as medi­
cal and private but vitol information can be obtained by indivi ­
duals who have identified t hemselves satisfactorily as next of kin . 
Researchers should write to the r ecords director at a specific 
hospital , state the need for the information , and identify t hem­
s elves as next of kin . 

5 . LAND RECORDS : california is alleged to have the lar gest number 
of land- title compani es per capita of any stat e in the United 
states . Transac t ions involving the transfer of land are avail ­
able at the county recor der 's office . The resear cher will also 
find a series of volumes recording the original patents issued to 
the first owner of federally dispensed aand . After the earthquake 
and fire in San Francisco in 1906 , the chain of title t o land 
records was broken . I n order to perfect these titles , landholders 
were permitted to f ile ownership statements . I f no one disputed 
the claim , t he claim was deemed good by quiet title . These r ecords 
are known as the ~:cEnerney paper s , a mammot.h collection which is 
being filmed by the LDS . Because of the size of the collection , 
it is r ecommended that t he researcher use the LnS microfilm . 

6 . COURT RECORDS : Civil and criminal court r ecords are maintained 
by" the C"ounty cl erk . I ndeXl's t o the different court proceedings 
are· available . probate packets and 'Hills have been filed sepa ­
rately although a copy of the will , when one exists , is usually 
f ound in the probate packet . The earliest naturalization records 
are f ound in the county clerk I s office . . 

7 . J,IBRARIES : The State Library in Sacramento has a large collection 
of materials pertaining t o California including county histories , 
voter registers , city direc t ories , telephone books from 1897 , DAR 
collections , federal and state census returns , maps , photographs , 
a biographical index and death and marriage indexes . Much of its 
newspaper collection is available on inter - library l oan . f branch 
of t he california state J:ibrary t San Francisco ' s sutra IJibrary , 
specializes in genealogi cal material f or aress outside t he state 
but also houses a large collection of City directories , t~lephone 
books , local newspaper rune , and , censuB rec ords for California . 
The un iversity of cal ifornia ' s Ber~eley Library system , including 
the Bancroft Library, also has a large collection of California 

- materials including newspapers , hiBtorie~ t maps , and manuscripts . 

8 . CE~TERIES : cemeteries i n california are more formal and better 
cared · for than cemeteries in other parts of t he country . Many 
have been cataloged and ab~tracted and their r ecords filmed. 
BUrials of san Franoisco residents have taken place i n the neigh­
boring county of san Mateo becaus~ of the lack of space on the 
peninsula . 
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TECHNO LOGY A~~ RECCRD PRESERVATION 

An article in the !lo vember - December 1988 issue of t he Na tional 
Genealogical soc i ety ' s newslett . r describes t he t echnol ogy used to 
preserv e land records at the Eastern st~tes office in the Bureau of 
Land Ma nagemen t in Alexandria , Virginia . 

On file ar e the offic i al land r ecords of all surveys and trans ­
actions in t he public Land stat es of Alabama , Arkansaa , Florida , 
Illinois , I ndia na , Iowa , LOuisiana , Michigan , Minneso t a , Mississippi , 
Missouri , Ohio , and Wisconsin . Many of the r ecords are t wo hundred 
years old and ar e in constant use by surveyors , l awy ers , and fovern­
ment officials . 

I n an att empt t o pr eserve th e original records , an optical s canner 
was used . The original r ecords wer e scanned on t o c omputer disks . . 
Th e r ecord can t hen be called up on the c omputer , giving the r es earch ­
er the image of the original r e cord . Meanwhile , the books holding 
the origi nal r ecords ar e being t aken apart . laminated . r ebound . and 
stored in t emper ature - controlled vaults . 

The records are being i ndexed on a dat a bas e so tha t th e r es ea r ch­
er who knows t he state of the transaction and the name of th e individ ­
ual involved will quickly obt ai n the r ecord . The automated records 
will be available in all the off ices of the Bureau of Land Manage­
ment. It is hoped th a t t he wester n state offices will use this pr o­
ces s for t he ir public land r ecords s o t ha t records from the entire 
country will be accessible i n any of the offices of the Bure au of 
Land Management.

Las t year at t his time we r eported t ha t t he infor ma tion on Social Se­
curity appl i cation s wa s bei ng f ed in to a computer f or s t orage af t er 
which th e origi na l appl icetion wa s de s t r oyed . Sinc e t hen , we ha ve 
l earned t ha t t he applicat ions are microfilmed befor e t he i nformation 
is enter ed into t he c omputer . Th e Archiv i st of t he United s tates has 
given permission f or t he or iginals t o be destroyed whe n t he trans ac ­
tion is compl e ted . This dec i sion was reach ed becaus e of t he space 
r equired to stor e t he 328 million applica tions t ha t have bee n r eceiv ed 
sinc e the Socia l Security program was begun i n 1 9~5 . 

The recor ds ar e i ndexed by s ever al da t a fi el ds i ncluding dat e of r e­
ceipt and s urn ame .

My husband , l~ sli e DOnald GLUM, was bor n in Emmons count y , porth _ 
Dako t a , abou t 25 miles southeast of Bismarck , on a farm his parents 
owned . I n ' th e spring of 1939 the Mi s souri River flooded and cau~ed 
su ch extensive damage t o t he farm which was on the ed ge of the r~v er 
t ha t my father - in - law felt he could no l o.' ger farm the land . 

The family moved to BismarC K and tried to make a life for them­
selves off the fa r m. ~y husband joined t he cce t o help wi t h t he f ami­
ly income , la t er movi ng to ' cal ifornia and j oining the US Navy . 

lie me t s hortly befor e he l eft for califor ni a . ;!hen he was dis­
charged from the ~avy he came back t o Bismar ck t o work . I was born 
in Bismarck and when we married we continued t o live th ere and rear 
our chi"ldr en . we had 5 childr en in Bismarck . 

Th e fall' of 1959 brought ,early snow wh ich cu.tailed construction 
wor~ t o s ome extent . Not knowing how long it would be before work 
opened up aga in , it was dec id ed Les would no t wa it around as he ·had 
done i n years past f or work t o open up but would s ee k employment wher e 
it could be fou nd . My sister wor ked for ~'orth Dakota State Employment 
and she told him abou t the need for men on the Oahe Dam projec t wh i ch 
would be year - r ound work until its completion . 

I n october 1959 Les and a buddy drove t o pierr e e nd went t o work 
immediately on the dam . The work was 7 days a wee k at that time wi.thl 
only one or two days off until December . As apartments were not to be 
had f or any price at t ha t time, we decided t o buy a mobile home and 
move t he f amily t o pierre . It took until the end of povember to find 
a lot . In December the mobile home was moved down and the ch ildren 
and I j oined Les . 

Les was the l as t man to be laid off when t he dam was c ompleted in 
July of 1962 . One of the last j oba he perfor med was to build t he pla t ­
form president Kennedy stood on t o dedica t e the dam in August 1962 . 

By t his time we had grown att ached t o pierre , had added 2 children 
to our f amily and wer e activ e in community and church affa irs . The 
next job would keep Les busy for some time , working on t he new f eder al 
building , . aPd again he would be among t he las t la id off when the build ­
ing was completed . 

Th en work on the new junior high s chool building wa s started fol ­
~ow ed by renovation work on the dome of t he state capitol building , 
all keeping us her e in pierre . .. } fri end as ked hi m t o help deliver 
fr e ight duri'ng the christmas season for a few day s i Jl 1964 . The job 
l as ted for 17 years through several bosses, u·nt il· ·arthri tis began t o 
cause trouble with lifting and carrying . He was le t go to begin work 
as a cus t odian i n the new Junior High s chool bu ilding .

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. It was in the Junior High school that he had a sudden heart at­
tack and died at his work on 1 october 1980 . By this time I had 
started work at the HiatoricDl Resource center and was established 
enough in my work that I decided to stay here in Pierre . our family 
had grown up here , our work had been here , and it was home to me . 

I have enjoyed my . life in south Dakota . The beauties of t he. ·state 
grow on me to the poin t t hat th is i. wher e I have de&1ded to stay .

My great great grandfather , Helge Olson prestodden , came to the 
united states with his wife and little girl from Tinn , Telemark , Nor­
way to the pox River Valley , Lasalle county , I llinois in 1836. They 
were Borne of the very first to emigrate from Norway to the United 
states. His wife died either on the voyage over or s hor tly after ar­
riving here . 

He marri ed my great grea t grandmother Helga or Helen sealer in 
1839. Their son, Halvor , aft er fighting in s ever al battles of the 
Civ11 War , married Anna Johns on , daughter of MUlle J ohnson . AdUne 
was a widow who came from Tclemark, Norw2Y with her four young chil ­
dren , one of whom died on the s hi p . 

Halvor and llnna with the ir family of se.ve·r al children moved froln 
Illinois to south Dakota in 1882 t o a place north of Mt . Vernon i n 
Davison county wh ere th ey were abl e to homes t ead several acr es of land. 
Helge and Helen came wi t h them and Helge died shortly afterwards . . 

Another set of gr eat great grandpar ents , Ole Kittleson and his 
wife I s abel came to the United states from Tinn , Telemark, Norwa¥ in 
1861 with their children and s ettled in Lasalle and DeKalb counties 
in Illinois . Their son Gullick marri ed caroline Johnson , a young girl 
from stavanger , Norway . o l e and t wo of his other s ons mov ed to south 
Dakota in 1882 when they learned thej could obtain land . Gullick and 
caroline came i n 1888 after living s e ver al years i n I owa . Their . 
daught er J ulia married Halvor and Anna 's son , Will , in 1901 in San- " 
born county, s outh Dakota near 1;loonsocke t . Their daughter, Lulu , was 
my maternal grandmother. 

I n 1857 when my great grandfather , Ole Br e land , was a - f ew months 
old , his par ents , sv en Ol esen Bre land and ~lizabe th Jprson Haugeneset , 
came to t he united stat es from Hj vlmeland , Norway and settled in I,iv ­
ingston county , I llinois . I n 1885 Ole mar ried J ohanna Edwards (Kroge­
vOld ) who had emigrated from strand , Rogaland , Norway in 1884 wi t h a 
sister. Ole and Johanna r ented a f ar m and lived in a very small house 
witb their t en children. In 1904 they moved up to Davison county , 
south Dakota wher e they purchas ed land . Th e ir son John was my mater­
nal grandfather . J ohn and Lula were marri ed in 1925 in Aurora , south 
Dakota . Their oldest daughter Ve lma J ean is my mother . 

MY paternel great grandfather J ohn J . Runestad was the youngest 
of t en children living on a f ar m on t he island of Fogn , Finnpy parish, 
Norway . Be ing the youngest , he had little chance of inheriting his 
f ather 's farm . In 1873 when he was 17, he came to the united states 
to live and work in Lasalle county , I l lino is wit h an uncle who had 
emigrated several years earlier . In 1877 he married y.artba vestersjp 
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who had just arrived in Illinois with a sister ' from Qmbo , 'Hjelmeland , 
Norway . They were r enting l and i n Illinois wh en they heard about the 
chance to purchas e land in south Dakota so they moved north t o Davison 
county . Their son , Hiram . was my paternal grandfath er. 

Ano ther great grandfather , Ludwig Jakobs en sea l , came t o the Uni ­
ted sta tes from Rennespy, Rogaland, Norway in 1882 . He was also one 
of the youngest of many children so had no chence of owning land in 
Norway . In 1888 he went back to Norway and marr ied Ellen Marie Galta , 
a gir l ' f r om the same island \l/her e he had grown up . They returned to 
the United states in 1889 , to Grundy county , Illinois , where they pur­
chased a f arm but El l en ~arie became very homesick . They s old the 
farm just a f ew mon t hs later, auctioned off all of their pers onal 
property and went back to Norway . 

Two years later , i ll 1902 , they r eturned to nlinois because of the 
hardships of earning a living and their children having to go to school 
by "rowboat to a different island t han the one on which ' they lived . 
In 1909 they moved to Roberts County , south Dakota wher e they could \ 
purchase a farm . Their daugh t er, Emma , was my paternal grandmoth er . 

Emma and Hir am Runestad were married in 1918 . Their son Merl e , 
my father , met my mother , "Velma Jean Breland , when he drove her to 
school on th e school .bus"'~'Bt Mt . Vernon . 

MY Breland grandparents moved t o Washington state in 1943 aft er 
V.elmaJdan b ad gradua ted from hi gh school a t Mitchell , sou th Dako t a . 
When Merle . who had been stationed in Hawaii du r ing \/oTld \'Iar II . r e ­
turned home i n 1945. Ve lma Jea n was living and working in Tacoma . 
washington so they were married out t her e . MY Runestad grandparents 
went out fro m south Da kota for t he wedding. ' Ihile ther e , my grand ­
father had a stroke so my parents moved back t o' south Dakota to farm 
his land . Here , : in south Dakota , they continue to liv e . It has bee n 
their home and mine .

Two dozen homeles s waifs from t he 01 ty of l{ew yor k , ranging in age 
frocl four t o fourte en years, \,,111 be given to Mi tchell people on Fri­
day of next week . That is, they will be given t o people wanting chil ­
dren upon the recommendation of a committee of r epr es entativ e ci tizens . 

Arrangements for the disposal of the children have been made by Miss 
Clara B. comstock , agent for the Children ' s Aid society of New york, 
who was in Mitchell on sa turday . The children are well disciplined 
having come from various orphanages . 

Asid e from the necessary r ecommendations from th e caromi ttee compo·s ed 
of leading citizens , the foster parents must agree to treat the chil ­
dren in every way as members of th e family , sending them to school , 
church , sabbath school , and properly caring for t hem until they are 
18 years of age . protest ant children will be placed in: protes t an t 
homes and Catholic children in ca tholic homes. 

The society which is bringing the children to the city is one of t pe 
largest organizations of the kind in the world . It is giv en finan­
cial support by a number of wealthy men i n the East and no collections 
are t aken or support solicited in anyway . l ast year the funds handled 
by the society aggregated over $730 ,000 . During this period 10,99~ 
children were taught and partly clothed and fed , 6,357 boys and giI'ls 
were shelter ed in l odging homes and 2 , 446 were pr ovid ed with employ~ 
ment e There were 529 homeless children provided with home s , many of 
them to be legally adopt ed . llhe ~; "ci t: ty also ma i ntains numerous homes, 
shelters , and schools f or its depend en ts .

Life wal busy and complete with trailer home-making , children. and .y hUlband ' l 
career with the developing Millouri Riyer Flood Control Program as it wal called in 
the early daya of his work with the U.S. Corps of Engineer • • Omaha Diatrict. back in 
1940. He had both grown up ' near the old wandering Ui .. ouri River in eoutheutera. 
Nebraa1c.a , never dreaming of the, :1apact Itituddy Moll and the lo-called Pick-Sloan "Plan 
would later have on our lives. 

Travel statue wae .more or leas continuous up and down the river and its tribu­
taries from Ft. Peck to Kans.s City in thoie years during the sub-aurface explora­
tion period before ' and. after the ma1nstem dam sites were selected . In' fact . t :o lV"el 
orders brought us here for several .months in 1945 after which we casually 'shaok ' the 
duat of Pierre from our feet. never expecting' to return. ' ' 

Then in December of 1950 Paul was transferred to the Oabe Dam project p~rman~ 
ently and back we came from Garrison Dam in ~~rth Dakota to e~tablish · our . f1rst , re.l 
home. The frequent moving and his outdoor work year around tn this c~iD&ie had, lost 
it. ch.rm and we were happy that Paul was a.signed to the hydroelectric.l mechanical 
section in the Oahe Dam powerhouse 1nstallation. Ae the children grew up I found 
another career in St.te government. eventually serving until early 1983 in several 
preferred and challenging positions. 

But a funny thing happened to me in t he winter of 1977. It required lurgery on 
my foot and suddenly for the first time in my life I could not go d .. hing off in all 
directionl in a temporarily altered Itate of mobility. It was during that the 
genealogy bug bit - hard. It wa. kind of like a virus that had l ain dormant for 
half a lifetime. then wa. triggered by the unrelated inactivity. 

The ItOry 1. hard to tell without going away back. And I even have scme second 
thoughts about the telling of it . But here is a condensed version. I had never 
known my father, any of his people or, for that matter, anything about them. On 
the maternal Side, my ancestry easy to follow back to the original immigrants and 
beyond - pure English stock, first person family bible data, alwaYI some self­
designated scribe. in the generationl who squirreled away old letters and documents 
in attic trunks and kept scrapbooks. photo •• obituaries and newlpaper clippingl of 
every publi.hed family event however trivial . As far as relearch goes, that part 
of it wea a piece of c.ke. 

But there wa. the other side. After the marriage of les8 than a year. my hand­
some young father died at age 24 from injuries luffered in a World War I training 
accident. Hy mother. widowed at age 23. never remarried . I have no brothers or 
sister.. The marriage had been opposed by both my maternal grandfather and paternal 
grandmother for reasonl of their own. Both vere strong characters. Their personal 
di.agreementl escalated from family quarreling to a bitternels which they carried 
to the grave and which influenced other adult members of both familie.. Grandmother 
~1hitmore . by then • widow, moved with her six younger children to another state . 
Her surname was changed by her remarriage and all communicationl were discontinued . 

No doubt many good familiel have been driven apart by peraonal feuds of one 
kind or another and it i. a aad situation to look back on. By the time I was old 
enough to wonder about paternal relatives. the prevailing adult attitude was to not 
stir 1n old .. hel. I would not ... ume for my generation the vendetta which began 
before I was born. but I did relpect my mother'l wishes not to leek further. 
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As the years passed I became more and more conscious that half of me was a 
blank - and more and IIOre eager to learn about my paternal hlatory. Eventually 
dOther became receptive to reaearch but she had few additional facta to contribute 
in her l.at years and her memory vas faulty. I started collecting what I could 
and even found my father'a youngest sister (his last living aibling) in Iowa juat 
a year before that lovely lady's death . During the short time I knew her ahe vas 
'of enormous help. However it was during the foot aurgery davn-tt.e in 1977 that 
really st.rted the intenaive paperwork. Profesaional a •• iatance and peraonal re­
aearch travel has been kept to a miniaum. 

Hardly anyone eVer atarted dOre fram .cratch or found the tr4il dOre exciting 
and rewarding. My paternal lineage and allied linea are now finished in careful 
detail. I have ·the availabl e document at ion and/or accep~able veight of evidence . 
Moat of the work he. been accomplished from right here in Pierre at the le~£ t P03-
sible ~enae in dollara and an enormoua expenditure of time and study. It ha. 
taken me back through the facet s of hi. tory in this country to the 1700's and w!th 
very good probability to the daya of Willi_ the Conqueror. I know who my an­
ceatora vere, where they lived, and vhy. I feel acquainted vith th.. . I like 
thea. Who could' b. ao lucky!

CARIl!G FOR TINTYPES 

proper care is important for all old pho tographs but especially 
for tintypes. Tintypes are the negative image of the in- camer a orig­
inal . They are not made of tin but are a lbumen i mages on black lac ­
qu er ed steel. They are easily dsmaged . 1'he steel backing will rust 
if bent and fingerprints will harm the image . Rubbing against another 
s urface can also damage them . I 

Tintypes should be stored in polyethylin or other acid - f r ee bags 
and protected from extremu changes in t emperature . DO no t place them 
on magnetic shee ts . This wi ll caus e irreparable damage t o the tintypes . 

TO pr es erve the image on the tinty pe , hav e a photo~aph made of 
the origina~ done by a professional pho t ographer . Choo~e a shop that 
does not send ~ne original tintype through the mail whe!',e ther e is 
danger of its be i ng bent or otherwis e hsrmed by improper , handling. 

A good copy of a tintype , oft en better than the origi nal f or clari­
t y , can be us ed f or photoc opi es . This is an inexpensive : way t o share 
pictures with ot her family members . phot ocopies can be s ent t hrough 
the mail for identification and can easily be carried when traveling . 
They also can De used in typed or ha nd - written family hi s t ories . 

The original tinty pe s hould be properly stored in a sp f e place . 
The caretaker should be an i ndividual whO is willing to protect it 
from damage or being diacard ed during hous eclean ing. Ih that way . 
family image s will be available for future generations to enjoy .

I have lived in south Dakota all my life. 
have had a more di f ficult time in deciding to 

MY ancestors BeeM to 
stay in sout h Dakota . 

MY paternal great grandparents, the Butterfields , came to south 
Dakota from Illinois befor e wor ld war I to r anch. During the years 
of t he Depression that followed world war I they went to Ar kansss be­
cause they had heard times were better there. 

My grandmother, Ger trude I r ene Butter f i eld , met and married my 
grandfather t paul ver n Wheeler , in 'Arkansas . However t she did not 
like Arkansas and always wanted to move back to south nakota . In the 
40 ' s, the whole famil V retur ned and settled in Sioux Falls . . .' , 

MY maternsl great great grandfather, C. C. Knutson . came to south 
Dakota from Norway in the 1800 ' a . Wit h him came hi s grown children , 
one of whom wa s my great grandfather , Jorgen Knu t son . Li. ing in south 
Da kota br ought unhappiness to t he family when in one year, 11 of the 
ch i ldren died. All of Jorgen ' s children died. When he learned that 
he coul d get h~s old job back in Norway , he r etur ned t o that country . 
C. C. Knutson stayed in South Dakota , making his home in Lincoln county 
near canton where he died and is buried . 

MY grandfather , christian Conrad Knutson , was born in Arendale , 
Norway. In 1913 he decided to come to the United States to work as a 
jeweler in his uncle ' s stor e in Inwood , Iowa . He quit after 2 days , 
saying that the ticking of the clocks in the store wes dri vi ng him 
crazy . 

He moved the short distance to south Dakota where be sta r ted f arm­
ing . For a number of years he rented farms in Lincoln county. Then 
he purchased one in Moody County which became his permanent home . 

My mother , Alice Knutson , was born near Trent . She met my father , 
wayne wheeler, in Sioux Falls . we lived in Sioux Falls until I was 14 
years old when we moved t o pi erre. I met my husband , Randy stoeser , 
her e and since our marriage we bave l iv ed nere t in Ft . -piorre , our '&puth 
::oakGta home .

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CHILDREN'S HOME SOCIETY CELEBRATES CENTENNIAL 

The Children ' s Heme Seciety ef st . paul , Minneseta is ene ef the 
eldest , mest influenti~l adeptien agencies in Minneseta. Last year it 
placed mere adepted children than any ether agency in the natien . The 
histery ef the Children 's Heme seciety reflects the evelutien ef ad ep­
tien and child welfare s ervices in the ceuntry. 

The children's Heme Seciety was feunded in 1889 as part ef a natien­
wide mevement to. get erphaned children eu t ef institutiens and into. 
homes . This, was the time when thousands of orphaned children, many of 
who.se parents had died after meving to. -the United states, were placed 
en erphan tr,airis in New yerk City. 

The erphan trains headed west, stepping at railread statiens where 
the children were put en a platferm fer diaplay. This practice led to. 
the expression 'up for 'adoption .' The onlookers woul~ choos e schild 
and the child ·weuld go. with them . ' 

The children's Heme was feunded to. help children like these find a 
safe heme in a mere dignified setting. In the late 1890 ' s receiving 
hemes were set up in Minneapelis and st: paul fer erphan train children 
awaiting placement in the state . 

The reason for adopting in the 1890's was economic. Most parents 
were farmers or tradesmen who could use an extra hand . Children then 
were net legally adepted . It was 1917 before Minneseta had laws fer 
adeptien. The children generally werked to. pay fer th,eir keep . 

The seciety ' s first printed placement centracts were indenture 
agreements in which the ceuples pledged to. keep girls in their care un­
til age 16, bey a until age 18 . Then they were given a new Bible and 
two cQmplete new 'Buits of 'neat and comfortsble clothing , and a Bum of 
money . 

By the 1940's erphanages were starting to. clese. placing children 
in family settings was censidered best fer their emetional develepment . 
Tnere still was secrec) abeut adeptiens . 

The seciety began erganizing internatienal adeptiens in the 1950 ' s. 
Many ef the first children in the "Baby frem Abread" pregram were chil ·, 
dren from Germany who were orphaned in the war or fathered by occupa~ 
tien aeldiers. 

Nearly 15 , 000 peeple have been adepted threugh the Children 's Hem. 
seciety ever the paat century. The seciety is helding s year- leng 
centennial celebratien that in~ludes a client and staff ' hemecbming , an 
open house fund raiser, and summer picnics around the state •

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NATURALIZATION RECORDS 

Nat~ralization is the conferring of the rights and obligations of 
citizenship on an alien . During our country ' s colonial period a Brit ­
ish- born individ~al did not need to be nat~ralized . Thos e who came 
from other EUropean countries usually were naturalized by acts of the 
General Assembly of the colony in which they lived . -

Before the enactment of the Fo~rteenth Amendment to the constit~ ­
tion in 1868 , sll citizenship was said t o be in the state , not the na ­
tion. When an immigrant landed in this co~ntry , he signed a statement 
of allegiance . sometimes the passenger l1 s t and naturalization list 
were the same record . Some of these lists have been p~blished . 

The Fo~rteenth Amendment ~aranteed national cit i zenship for all 
persons born or nat~ralized in the united s tates and s~bject to its 
j~risdiction , excl~ding tribal Indians , natives of ~nincorporated 
territories , and children of foreign ambassadora . Before the cable 
Act of 1922 , a woman could become a citizen through the naturalization 
of her h~sband or by marrying a citizen . Children ~nder 16 years of 
age aCQ~ire citizenship thro~gh the nat~rslization of their parents . . -

vario~s co~rts handled the nat~ralizations . Information obtained 
from these records includes date and port of arrival and country of 
previo~s allegiance . There was no stsndardized form ~ntil 1906 when 
the Immigration and Naturalization service was established t o provide 
comprehensive regulation . 

After J~ne 29 , 1906 an alien had to eatablish that his arrival in 
the united s tates was lawf~l and that he was admitted for permanent 
residence. He was then iss~ed a certificate of Arrival after which 
he co~ld file his Declaration of -Intention . This form gives a great 
deal of information abo~t the individ~al incl~ding appearance , place 
and date of birth , current residence , port of departure and vessel, 
last foreign reSidence , port and date of arrival in the United states . 

When the Declaration of Intention was at least two years old and 
not more than seven years - old and the applicant had lived in the 
united states f or five years contin~ o~sly , he co~ld file a pe tition 
for Nat~ralization . Twa witnesses were re q~ired to testify as to the 
applicant's good character and to verify that the applicant had been 
a resident for the preceding five years. If all the req~irements of 
the law had been met, the applicant co~ld take the oa th of allegianoe. 

Naturalization records are frequently found in the courts where 
the event occ~rred . In the 1930 ' s the WPA began a project to photo­
copy and index the pre- 1906 records. They completed only fo~r states .. 
Maine , Ma ssachusetts t New Hampshire t and Rhode IslA.nrl. Those copies 
and t.hl'll ind~x ar e rOOM iT) th~ NRt;in.nAl Ar~hiv ea... 
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Archives and historical libraries are becoming the custodians of 
naturalization records . Recor ds of Massachusetts naturalizations from 
1885 to 1931 are found at the state Archives in Boston . New Jersey 
naturalizations from 1749 to 1810 are filed at the state Archives Divi ­
sion in Trenton. In south Dakota the Archives keep the naturalization 
records from the following counties :

Since the housing of the records varies from state to state , it 1s 
wise t o contact the archives or historical s ociety for information be ­
fore beginning a search. 

If you are unsure if your anceator was naturalized, you may find 
census records helpful . The 1870 federal census is the first to bave 
a citizenship notation for those over 21 years of age . subsequent 
census records will show if a foreign- born individual is a citizen or 
has applied for citizenship . Homestead records include a copy of 
naturalization papers for foreign- born applicants . passport applica ­
tions are another source of naturalization verification . However, even 
if your ancestor was not naturalized , any children born in this country 
~utomatically became citizens . 

Since Oregon is the state upon which we focus in this issue , we 
close with a listing of the counties whose naturalization records are 
found in the oregon state Archives.

VITAL RECORDS: Birth and death records were not kept by the state 
until 1907 and marriagea and divorces wer e not r~ported to the 
state until 1967 . copies of t hese records are available through 
the Off i ce of Vital Records , 1112 S. Quince s t. , Olympia, WA 98501 . 
prior t o those dates the records are kept by' county auditora or 
county health departments. The Archive s have an index of births 
and deaths from 1907 t o 1979 . They also have birth and death 
registers from 1890 to 1907 but they are not complete . 

2. MILITARY RECORDS : The Arc hives have National Guard enlistment 
r ecor ds from 1890 to 1968 . They also have the Indian war Muster 
Rolls from 1855 t o 1856 , veterans and Soldiers Home Admissions from 
1886 to 1941 , veterans Bonus Applications from 1918 to 1976 , and 
World war I and II service cards from 1917- 1918 and 1941 - 1945 .

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MY SOUTH DAKOTA HOI·IE 
by Joa l.>!e p1ut pix 

The first of my fa mily to be in sou th Dakota was my paternal 
grandfather , Joseph p1ut. sometime between 1885 and 1890 he arrived 
in Dakota Territory but he stayed in the northern half of the terri ­
t ory , clerking at a store in ~ahpeton . In 1890 he moved south t o 
start his own store wi th George wa1etich as his partner . The store 
was l ocated halfway between Ft . Sisseton and the Sisseton Agency . 
This site became known as prank . It was named after an early home­
steader . The post office was in my grandfather ' s store and he ser ved 
BS postmaster . 

After the Sisseton- wahpeton Indian Reservation was open f or 
settlement in 1892 , my grandfather went down to the new t own of 
Sisseton where he built another store. Sisseton became his home for 
the rest of his life. 

In 1896 he r eturned t o Minnesota t o marry Katharine weis. 
He had met Katharine be f ore coming to Da kota Territory when he made 
his living by traveling about the stearns county area with merchan­
dise f or the farmers to buy . 

Katharine 's parents , George and Maria Meyrle we is had come t o 
Minnesota in 1862 , leaving t heir Austrian homeland to immediately 
face the t error of the Sioux Upr i sing . The settlers fled t o the 
nearest t own for pr otection and it wa s ther e that the first we1s 
child wae born . By the time Katharine arrived , life Was more serene 
on the Weis farm , and t he family was well settled by the time J oe 
plut came calling . 

Joe and Katharine were the parents of s even children , t he 
second of whom was my fath er , John plut o 

My maternal grandfather , Carl Gustafson Shoberg , left odena jo' I 
Kronabergs lan , sweden in 1896 to come t o the un ited s tates wher e he 
looked f or land to farm . Hi s first stop was with his sis ter , Jose .. 
fina Gustafsd otter Anderson who had pr eceded him to the united 
states in 1889 . She lived near Granite Falla , Minnesota as did a 
number of cousins , one of whom , solomon Anderson , owned a hotel in 
Granite Falls which seemed t o be a s t opping place f or the Swedish 
relatives wh o were emigrating t o the Uni ted States . 

c arl found the land he wanted on the newly - opened Sisseton " 
Wahpeton Indian Reservation . He homesteaded in Long Hollow Township 
near Sisseton . A year later hie 'Wife , Chris tina Lorentzdotter , ~:!)d 
their four children joined him . My mot her , Helen Shoberg , was the 
first of t heir children to be born in the uni t ed stDtes . 
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The shoberg family lived in south Dakota for ten years before 
they sold t heir land and moved to Traverse county , Minnesota . There 
were now eight childr en in the family . In 1914 carl died , leaving 
christina with the care of t he six children still at borne . Within 
a few years she had returned t o south Dakota to live, choosing ' sis­
seton to be her home; All of tbe childre~ f ound work, in Sisseton so 
that they could contribute to the household. Helen began working at 
the Maldaner Drugstore which was next door to the Wa letich and ph;<; 
store . In 1925 she and John plut were married and that is how I came 
to be in south Dakota . 

The kind of town in which I grew up and many of the people I 
knew exist now only in my memory t but one thing nev,er changes and 
that is tbe Hills. on the map , they are labeled coteau des prairies 
but to us , they were just the: Hills . 

Every morning we looked out the kitchen window to the west , 
gauging the weather by the condition of the Hills . We knew travel 

' would be hazardous when they were veile~ in fog or swirling drifts 
of snow . But wh'en sky 'was a clear s ou th Dakota blue, we ' could see 
the r oads winding thr ough the Hills and the dark clUmps of - trees. 

We followed the roads through the shady hollows that were damp 
and green in Bummer and rust and gold in autumn , coming over a 'hill 
to see the light blue waters of a lake or a reedy slough ,where wild 
ducks dove for food . We harvested the fruit from the thickets of 
wild plum trees and clumps of chokecherries . 

coming home on Bummer nights , we would gaze down at the 
lights in the valley below and then pretend we were flying when the 
driver switched off the engine and we silently went gliding home. 
On frigid winter days we l ooked over a landscape of arctic white , 
tinged with faint blues and pinks , stretching to the eastern horizor. 
that in summer was edged by the pale glimmer of the border lake~ .

This was a land f or dreaming of Indian legends , f or tracing 

tepee rings and skirting mounds , for investigating scratches on gl ~­
cial bouldars (surely mystic writing), for standing a silent spec­
tator at the late night dancing and drumming in leafy bowers . 

summer was a time for splashing in the clear waters of th e 
lakes , picnicing near the sandy beaches , sitting late around the C ~'!Ip·· 
fires , telling stories . Winter meant ice skating , building snow 
houses , sledding on the steep hills . Life seemed an enleea advel1tu:':c 
filled with the laughter and love of an extended family .

1. Type or print legibly . Include your name , address , and tele­
phone number including area code . 

2. Do not abbreviate. The Query Editor will do that . 

3. state your actual request . DO you want parentage? Vital 
informati on? To exchange information with descendants? 

4. Be specific . Gi ve a complete name . Be as precise with the 
time and location as possible . 

5 . If more than one surname is used per query , state the re ­
lationship . 

6 . Capitalize all surnames . Don ' t forget t o include the maiden 
name. 

7 . Read your query with a stranger's eyes . IS it clear and pre ­
cise? Does it contain enough information to pinpoint the 
person , time , and place? Would you , a stranger , want to 
answer?
